upgrades.  As of April 19th we have raised $147,750 (92%) of our monies leaving us a 
mere $13,450 short of our goal.  As the directors are optimistic the shortfall monies will 
be raised well before occupancy, we are pleased to confirm we are PROCEEDING.  Site 
preparations were commenced on April 16th with the dismantle of the Hilton decks and 
relocation of the Hilton to a temporary location near the washroom structure where it will 
be used until the new pro shop/clubhouse are ready for occupancy, which is now ex-
pected, hopefully by early June.  Again, please bear with us during the transition from the 
Hilton to a clubhouse. 
 
Thank you to all those members who have made a donation some of which got on board 
because of the vastly improved exterior finish.  Hopefully more members will get on 
board in order to put us over the top in our fundraising. The support, patience and under-
standing of so many to date is very much appreciated.  An updated list of donors is at-
tached which goes to prove, together we can and will do it, even better than we initially 
thought. 
 
On a somewhat different but similar appreciative note, we will be making a formal pres-
entation of the bronze acknowledgement plaque to First Credit Union at their AGM on 
April 26th (7:00 p.m.) at the BICS multi purpose room. BIGC members are welcome to 
attend to show our appreciation for the FCU $10K giveaway monies we received that 
enabled us to add a practice putting green, chipping area and bunker to the practice 
range all of which were much needed improvements.
